Note from the Pastor 
 

ETIQUETTE SUNDAY 
 
If it doesnõt happen here on a Saturday night or a Sunday 
morning it just doesnõt happen.  At 4:30 on a Saturday 
afternoon (beginning November 1) and at 8:30 and 10:30 
on a Sunday morning this building on N. West Avenue 
becomes a church.  These are the times when the people of 
the neighborhoods and community come together to 
discover and rediscover their truest identity as both a child 
of God and a member of the Body of Christ.  These are the 
times we celebrate Mass, Eucharist and it is incumbent upon 
us to do it well. 
 
Today is our very first Etiquette Sunday.  Etiquette... Now 
thereõs an old fashioned word.  Etiquette, propriety, 
decorum, protocol (now there is a whole bunch of old 
fashioned words) refer to codes of governing correct 
behavior.  How do you properly behave and act in church 
and why?   
 
Why?  Because there is possibly nothing more important 
that we do all week than be reminded who we are at the 
core, in the depth of our being.  It is here that we find 
consolation from the pain of being human and hope and 
encouragement for the joy of being human.  It is here that 
the human meets the Divine and two become one.  And 
what proper etiquette does is help us do that well. 
 
How do we do it?  Itõs pretty much common sense.  Follow 
the procedures you normally do for anything very very 
important and you will be automatically following the 
procedures that you do for celebrating Eucharist.  If you 
are interviewing for a big job or taking an exam that will 
determine your future, you do your homework, you 
prepare.  Anything important takes preparation.  It is the 
same for the celebration of mass.  Getting up in plenty of 
time, getting yourself and the children (and I know how 
difficult that is), ready for mass is an indispensable task.  
You are about to encounter not the big boss from the 
company but the Lord of the Universe and so you dress 
appropriately and the last thing you want to do for your 
appointment with Destiny is to be late so you arrive 15 
maybe 20 minutes early to decompress from all the 
distractions of the outside world so that you can be present 
to what is really going on in the insideéthe meeting of 
God with you and your family. 
 
Pay attention.  Act and respond deliberately.  There is so 
much of life we sleep through...meetings, classes, TV shows. 
This is not one of them.  And it is simply a matter of 
purposing to be there and aware.  Sit up straight, donõt 
chew gum, set a good example for your children (if you are 

paying attention, they will pay attention) and donõt be 
afraid to sing.  After 40 years, Catholics are finally 
beginning to singébarely.  We have not yet learned how 
to sing out.  Thatõs next. 
 
During the Liturgy of the Word really try to listen especially 
to Saint Paul.  Heõs not easy but well worth the effort.  
During the homily you can do one of two things: fall asleep 
or carry on an internal dialogue with the preacher.  Agree, 
disagree, does this make sense or is it nonsense?  You do 
this so you can carry on a dialogue with your family in the 
car or on the way home.  They word of God has to be 
pondered, wrestled with for it to unlock its life-giving 
secrets. 
 
In the Liturgy of the Eucharist simply be there.  Look and 
see.  If you can see the Divine in the bread, you have a 
wonderful chance to see the Divine everywhere else.  But 
you must first learn to see.  At Holy Communion realize that 
you are what you eat and receive the Bread that sustains 
not just the body but feeds the Soul with Godõs divine 
presence. 
 
And stick around to the end.  Donõt make me put up a sign 
in the back of the church that reads, òJudas was the first to 
leave.ó 
 
Enough said.  This is simple common sense stuff.  But, oh 
does it make a difference in the quality of our worship and 
our experience of God. 
 
Today is Etiquette Sunday.  May every Sunday be Etiquette 
Sunday.

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THE CHALLENGE OF FORMING CONSCIENCES FOR FAITHFUL CITIZENSHIP  
(PART 4 OF 6) 

This brief document is a summary of the United States bishopsô reflection Forming Consciences for Faithful Citizenship 

(www.faithfulcitizenship.org). It complements the teaching of bishops in dioceses and states. It is being presented by the MQH 

Peace and Justice Committee in six parts. 

 

The Right to Life and the Dignity of the Human Person  
Human life is sacred. Direct attacks on innocent human beings are never morally acceptable. Within our society, life is 
under direct attack from abortion, euthanasia, human cloning, and destruction of human embryos for research. These in-
trinsic evils must always be opposed. This teaching also compels us as Catholics to oppose genocide, torture, unjust war, 
and the use of the death penalty, as well as to pursue peace and help overcome poverty, racism, and other conditions 
that demean human life. 

 
Call to Family, Community, and Participation  
The family, based on marriage between a man and a woman, is the fundamental unit of society. This sanctuary for the 
creation and nurturing of children must not be redefined, undermined, or neglected. Supporting families should be a pri-
ority for economic and social policies. How our society is organizedñin economics and politics, in law and public policyñ
affects the well-being of individuals and of society. Every person and association has a right and a duty to participate in 
shaping society to promote the well-being of individuals and the common good. 

 

Rights and Responsibilities  
Every human being has a right to life, the fundamental right that makes all other rights possible. Each of us has a right to 
religious freedom, which enables us to live and act in accord with our God-given dignity, as well as a right to access to 
those things required for human decencyñfood and shelter, education and employment, health care and housing. Corre-
sponding to these rights are duties and responsibilitiesñto one another, to our families, and to the larger society.
